	Compensation for damage to, destruction of and theft from shops during the disorder. For uninsured businesses or for damage not covered by insurance.

Claims need to be made with 42 days of the date that the damage occurred

	High Street Recovery Scheme 
Funder: CLG

£20 million nationally
	Two main strands:
A: Local authority costs of providing business rate hardship relief to businesses affected by the riots;

B: Support for affected businesses (individual or groups) with the aim to help them/the commercial district recover more quickly from the impact of the disorder. Scheme to be developed and administered by the local authority. Focus is on immediate relief and damage, with eligible costs including temporary accommodation, emergency repairs, securing measures, marketing material and activity to publicise ‘open for business’, replacing essential assets such as vehicles, equipment etc. 
Ineligible costs include routine business expenses e.g. on-going staff costs, loss of earnings, costs covered by insurance (although upfront grants can be given then clawed back).
Any longer term initiatives by groups of businesses to improve trade are currently not eligible.
If claims exceed £20 m, all will be proportionately reduced. Guidance identifies authorities invited to claim more.

	A: All businesses in the area directly affected by the disorder that can demonstrate hardship
B: SMEs directly affected by the disorder. A SME is defined as less than 250 employees in total with a turnover of £11.2 m per annum.
	Local authorities need to submit claims to CLG by 7 November 2011.

	High Street Fund

Funder: Charitable Trust including contributions from businesses, boroughs and the Mayor
£3.5 - £4m current donations
	National funds for emergency grants to micro-businesses affected by the disorder to help them keep trading. It can include expenditure that bridges the gap until insurance claims are processed. 
An initial grant of up to £2,000 per businesses can be claimed. This is also an opportunity to apply for a follow-up grant of around £2-4,000. 

Applications can be made on-line or at a branch of Barclays and Santander. Initial claims to be submitted on 30 September 2011.
Business in the Community is working with Trustees to develop phase 2 of assistance.  
	Businesses directly affected by the riots, with a police crime number relating to the damage and generally, with less than 10 employees.

Funder: CLG but funds will be distributed by the GLA 

£20 million
	Enterprise and growth fund to support the long-term economic recovery of Tottenham and Croydon. Three year, mainly revenue funding for:
· Bring forward investment in transport infrastructure;

· Acquire and develop land to aid development;

· Restore Croydon as a retail commercial centre

· Business rate relief for start-ups and new investment;

· Create employment and apprenticeships for local residents
	Proposals will be developed between GLA, CLG, boroughs and other local stakeholders. This is not a competitive fund.

	Mayor’s Regeneration Fund
Funder: GLA
	For long term improvements in town centres and high streets affected by the riots. Three year mainly capital funding for a small number of larger scale investments (5-10 projects) to enhance, not just restore, affected areas. Criteria and the geographical focus of this year should be decided by November 2011. 
Funding could also be used for supporting schemes in Tottenham and Croydon.
	Discussions taking place with boroughs and communities to inform guidance; then boroughs will need to make the case to the GLA for funding. But it’s unlikely there will be an open bidding round.

	Outer London Fund (Round 2)

Funder: GLA
£40 million
	For improvements in town centres, mainly in outer London in places not benefiting to any great extent from the Olympics and Crossrail investment. A three year mainly capital fund supporting short and medium term actions to increase trade, economic growth and create jobs. Up to £2 million maximum is available per place. 
The Mayor wrote to all borough Leaders in August asking whether the criteria should be changed so that places affected by the riots, but to a lesser degree, should also access this fund to deal with the impact of the disorder. Currently the deadline is 14 October 2011 but this may change if the criteria are changed. 
	Bids can be made from any organisation but must have the support of the Council who will be the accountable body.
